The following courses are excluded: MILS 2001 AND 2011, AERO 2001 and 2011, and
foreign language courses numbered 2003 and 2013. The courses presented to meet this requirement may be from other colleges or universities; however, don't
forget the college residency requirement, specifically the 24-Hour Rule.

24 Hour Rule: You must complete at least 24 hours of 3000 and 4000 level courses from departments within Fulbright College.

You must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 2.00 to graduate from Fulbright College.
