Program in Clinical Psychology at the University of Arkansas requires the following:

1. The Department of Psychology Application

2. The University of Arkansas Graduate School Application

3. Official GRE Scores

4. Official transcripts from all undergraduate and/or graduate work

5. A curriculum vitae

6. Three (3) letters of recommendation

1. The Department of Psychology Application can be found at the Department of
Psychology website (www.uark.edu/depts/psyc/application.htm).

a. It can be emailed to psycapp@comp.uark.edu as a Word file attachment, OR
b. It can be mailed to the address shown above.
2. The Graduate School Application can be found at the Graduate School website
(www.uark.edu/depts/gradinfo/forms/index.html).
a. Please use the option to submit online, but do not pay the $40 application fee.
b. Instead check the box labeled “will send check or money order” (The Psychology
Department will pay the application fee students admitted to our program).
c. Note, however, that if you are an international student, you must send a check or
money order in the amount of $50 with your Graduate School Application. This is
University policy.
3. Graduate Record Examination (GRE) Scores: We must receive official Aptitude test
scores (Verbal, Quantitative, Analytical Writing) to consider your application complete. We
do not require the Advanced Psychology, but if you take it, please submit your scores. Please
request that your GRE scores be sent to Clinical Psychology (Department Code 2001) at the
University of Arkansas, Fayetteville (Institution code R6866).
4. Two (2) official copies of your transcripts for all undergraduate and graduate work must
be sent directly to the department by the appropriate officials at these institutions. We will
not accept personal copies or reproductions of your transcripts.
5. Curriculum vita: There is no form to use (see http://www.psychgrad.org/apply.html#vita, for
examples)
6. Letters of recommendation: There is no form to use. We require a minimum of three (3)
letters but will accept more than 3. Ideally, letters should come from psychology
professors who can best judge your chance for success in graduate school.
